- discovered Nauru Island Effect, later quantified.

4) Darwin

· established 2001

· Advantages (infrastructure, variability) and disadvantages (representativeness of the TWP)

· TWP-ICE campaign (tropical convection with some emphasis on anvil cirrus) 

· The importance of a forcing dataset

· incl C-band radar to constrain precip for model forcing

-current analyses of local-scale representativeness, DARE Campaign

5) Scientific Contributions
